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From the Minister 

 As part of the beautiful story of creation in Genesis, we are told that on the first six days, 
God worked hard forming creation, but made the seventh day unique: “And on the seventh day 
God finished the work that he had done, and he rested … So God blessed the seventh day and 
hallowed it.”  We are challenged to do the same through the covenant Moses made with God.  
It’s really a two part, intertwined challenge – taking time to celebrate the holiness in creation and 
taking time to rest. 
 
 Sometimes I think our Jewish friends do a better job of seeing this as a time commitment.  
In his book, The Sabbath, Abraham Heschel states that one, “might expect that, after heaven 
and earth have been established, God would create a holy place – a holy mountain or a holy 
spring – where a sanctuary is to be established. Yet it seems as if to the Bible it is holiness in 
time which comes first.”  What was “created” on the seventh day was time for tranquility, seren-
ity and peace. 
 
 Yet the Sabbath does not need to be just one day or even one scheduled period of time.  
Sabbath time can be any time when we slow down, rest and become aware of the holiness in 
creation.  Sabbath can be a day set aside for worship as in our Sundays, but it can also be a 
time when we pause, reflect and receive God’s grace. 
 
 One can even think of “little Sabbaths” where we might take time to see God in the 
beauty of a summer sunset, or hear God in the chirping early morning birds, or even discover, 
as I did this evening, God in a wild turkey crossing the yard behind the Parsonage followed by 
eight little turkey babies. 
 
 Summer is a good time to take Sabbath time – to rest and recharge in long or short inter-
vals.  Summer is a good time to make sure that the choices we make on how we spend our time 
reflect our need for periods of tranquility and rest. Summer is a good time to find God outside in 
the joys of creation. 
 
  And summer is a good time to find God in moments of silent reflection, of quiet Sab-
baths, of taking time to just “be” with God.  One of my favorite quotes comes from a book, Deep 
is the Hunger, by Howard Thurman, 
 “And in the great silence of this moment, 
 I alertly rest my soul. 
 As the sea gull lays in the wind current, 
 So I lay myself into the spirit of God.” 
 
 May your summer be a time of rest, renewal and being in the spirit of God,
